It is rare to hear Irish
Rebel music performed in Ireland very often. Many entertainers will just say that they don't sing those songs anymore. It
is wonderful to see a young person want to preserve his country's history by singing and explaining the background of each
song. Richie's performances are enjoyed by all ages. Each evening they leave with a little more understanding of Ireland's
history.
