Her latest series is the Guardians Trilogy, a paranor-
mal romance that takes her readers to exotic locales, includ-
ing the island of Corfu in Greece, Capri and Ireland in search
of'the stars of fire, water and ice. The six seekers battle a dan-
gerous source of evil to find the stars. The series consists of
Stars of Fortune, Bay of Sighs, and Island of Glass.

Author Lisa Carey offers her new book The Stolen Child:
A Novel. On St. Brigid’s Island off the western coast of
County Clare, an American woman seeks St. Brigid’s Well
where the spring water is rumored to have special healing
powers and performs miracles. It’s May 1959 and the island’s
inhabitants live an isolated life without electricity. The
American claims her inheritance of her uncle’s cottage there,
but she seeks more.
