   As summer approaches, let’s take a look at a variety of 
books that have come out recently.

First on the list is a publication of 16 essays by a versatile 
Irish author, the late Seamus Deane.  Small World: Ireland, 
1798-2018 covers a wide variety of topics in Irish life from 
political, literary, and historical viewpoints.

Good Eggs: A Novel is a humorous debut by Rebecca 
Hardiman.
