Yuletide by Patrick Taylor is the sixteenth entry in the author’s
Irish Country series. It takes place in 1965 in the fictional town
of Ballybucklebo. Dr. O’Reilly has promised to play Santa
while there is an outbreak of chicken pox threatening and the
townspeople are dealing with their own personal challenges.
Taylor even includes holiday recipes.

John Banville has dropped his pseudonym, Benjamin Black,
for his Quirke mystery series and is writing it under his own
name. His newest offering is April in Spain. Dublin pathologist
Quirke is vacationing with his wife when he injures his hand
and needs treatment at a local hospital. The attending physician
is an Irish woman who looks exactly like a woman killed many
years ago by her brother. The murder caused quite a scandal for
a prominent political family at the time. Maybe an investigation
is called for?

A timely arrival is 56 Days: A Thriller by Catherine Ryan
Howard.
